Dec. 14 at the college’s Kenosha Campus, 

3520-30th Ave. 

The popular event is free and open to the public. 

The event features an array of items, including original arts and crafts, 

jewelry, clothing, holiday décor, and home and yard art. Home-based vendors will 

also be on hand, and food will be available for purchase as well.
